The D.C. Everest Alumni Association Scholarship exists to provide in perpetuity

three annual scholarships under the provisions and conditions set forth below:

1.

The scholarship award shall be available to three D.C. Everest graduating seniors
who plan to attend a college/university or technical school. To be eligible, at least
one parent of the applicant must be a D.C. Everest alumnus and the applicant
must have at least a 3.0 grade point average on a 4.0 scale. Two scholarship
awards will be $500 and one will be $1,000. Any student receiving scholarships
totaling $1,000 or more may be excluded from consideration.

To receive scholarship payment the recipient must enroll in any accredited
college/university or technical school in the United States, and provide proof of
admission and payment of fees to appropriate D.C. Everest Senior High School
staff.

If a recipient for this scholarship defaults in any given year by not attending
college or technical school following graduation, the award amount shall be
returned to the D.C. Everest Alumni Association.

The D. C. Everest Alumni Association Board of Trustees shall establish all
criteria for this scholarship and determine who is to annually receive this
scholarship. Their decision is final. They reserve the right to change any or all
aspects of this scholarship.

Applicants must submit an essay of 250 words or less answering the following
question: “How has your D.C. Everest experience prepared you for the future?”
The essay must be typed, double spaced, and use Times New Roman font in 12-
pitch. The first and last name of the applicant must appear on the upper right
corner of each page.
