Development Conference, Friday, January 6, 2012 in Wisconsin Rapids. 
 
DECA, an association of marketing students, tests students on their general marketing 
and economic knowledge, their ability to think creatively on their feet, how they make 
presentations and challenge their professionalism. 
 
Students choose their series and they take two written exams and perform two role-plays 
with a businessperson.
